
Why do I need an administrator account? 

With some windows 7 OS, installed applications cannot write in their own folders where they 
are installed, which generates an error and applications could not run properly. 
 
This software needs to write and read from the install folder, for this reason we need an 
administrator account to initialize the permission to do that. 
 
If you want to make it manually, please read carefully this document. 

 

How to give access to folder where your software is installed? 

1.  Open the folder where the software is installed, usually C:\Program Files\LTF\ 
2. Right click on the folder your Software and choose Properties. 

PS: your software is the name of the program you’re installing and you want to 
give the access rights, it can be any installed software. 
 

3. Choose Security tab
